Cancellation Fees

Equipment

an emergency) will need to be supplied as well as specific items required for each day as listed in the program. Please ensure all
belongings are clearly labelled with the child's name.

Food
Children will need to bring their own lunch, morning/afternoon tea and drinks, unless otherwise stated in the Program. As we are an
“Allergy Aware” school, please do not send any food containing nuts.

Transport
Children will travel to & from off-site venues by bus or mini-bus fitted with seat belts.
